The Hague - The Christian Democrats are querying the plans by 

Minister Brinkhorst, Economic Affairs, regarding wind energy and are 

asking for more attention to be given to "clean fossil" fuel.  By 

this is meant energy production gained through fossil fuel like Gas, 

but without release of C02 Greenhouse gasses.  "We are asking 

ourselves if, during the last period, Minister Brinkhorst hasn't been 

too solely fixed on wind energy," said CDA Chamber member Spies. 

Dutch member of parliament Spies described wind energy as

according to Mrs Spies, cost calculations where made without taking 

into account current high oil prices.

On budget day, Minister Brinkhorst will present his plan to spend 1 

milliard Euro on wind energy up to 2013.

The funds that Minister Brinkhorst wants to spend extra will not only 

go towards the technical development but also exploitation of 

existing windfarms.  Until now, electricity customers pay a 

percentage per connection for the so-called "MEP" subsidies, with 

which alternative energy is subsidised.  This percentage threatens to 

increase so much from year to year, that Minister Brinkorst has 

decided for now not to accept further new licenses for offshore 

windfarms.  Minister Brinkhorst will soon come with plans for a new 

law, which will put a ceiling limit on the amount of MEP subsidy, so 

that the price per consumer will remain manageable.  Wind energy will 

still be able to get high subsidy due to the extra funds, which are 

planned to become available at the next budget.
